“Stolen Legacy”

Nazi Theft and the Quest for Justice
at Krausenstrasse 17/18, Berlin
with special guest Dina Gold

‘'ve come tfo claim my family’s building,” BBC
investigative journalist Dina Gold announced fo a
startled East German bureaucrat in 1990, shortly after
the Berlin Wall fell. Dina was bluffing. She had no legal
proof her family had once owned the huge property --
their business headquarters until the Nazi era. It turned into her biggest story ever -- a
personal legal adventure. This is about the fight for restitution of a huge building two blocks
from Checkpoint Charlie. The businessman behind the 1937 seizure was head of the Victoria
Insurance Company, sfill a leading German insurer. Dina uncovered the company’s wartime
history and found insurance policies on SS-owned slave labor workshops in concentration
camps. The book is about one family, but the message is universal. Jewish victims, or their
heirs, are still struggling to reclaim property stolen by the Nazis. This expanded and updated
paperback includes book club questions and a tour guide to the Berlin sites mentioned.
Dina Gold is a former BBC investigative reporter and television producer. She moved fo the
USA in 2008 and is now an American citizen. She lives in Washington DC where she is on
the board of the JCC and is a senior editor at *“Moment” magazine.
